Literature Circles

You will be reading a novel in verse (Narrative Poetry) with your group members, working together to build a better understanding of the text. 
· We will be doing ALL of the reading in class. If you are absent, or behind, it is your responsibility to make up the work during lunch.

· All students will complete their own packet. The packet will be collected for a grade on Tuesday, March 27th.
· The last page of the packet is an index of poetic devices you notice as you read the novel. During your reading, you will record the poetic devices you notice on this table. 
· Each day, you should read that day’s section of the book and complete the day’s discussion guide. You will have approximately 10 minutes at the end of class to discuss that day’s reading with your group.
· Please answer all questions in complete sentences!

Lit Circle Expectations:

Day 1

Understand: What is the setting of the novel? What prior knowledge do you have about this location and period in history? 

Analyze: From what point of view is the novel told? Is it consistent, or does it vary? How has the point of view affected the development of the plot so far?
Analyze: What adjectives would you use to describe the main character? Provide specific evidence from the novel (including page numbers) to support your traits. 
Apply: Illustrate a map of character relationships in your novel. Draw icons or pictures representing each character. Arrows could be drawn between icons to show the relationships between characters. 
Day 2
Apply/Understand: Evaluate the main conflict in your novel. Describe what the conflict is and classify the type of conflict.
Analyze:  What lines from the text best distinguish this conflict? Quote the lines below, and include the chapter/poem title and page number.
Evaluate: Predict how this conflict will be resolved later in the book? Why?
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Day 3
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CCompare and Contrast 2 characters in the book, or compare and contrast the main character to another main character in a different novel you have read this year. 

Apply: Throughout the events in your novel, your character undergoes a wide range of emotions. Create an “Emotion Graph” that charts how the main character feels at different moments in the text.  Include at least 4 plot events.

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Day 4

Create: (Each Individual group member) Write a poem about one of the characters in the book.  (12 lines or more, 3 stanzas, at least 4 types of poetic devices labeled and underlined)
Day 5
Predict: Now that you have more context, how do you think the book will end? What is the biggest event and/or character that is going to impact the resolution of the novel?

Make a connection: How does your book fit in with our unit theme, “Picking Your Battles”? Were there any battles worth picking? Why/why not?
Apply: Often times, characters can respond to the same event in different ways. Analyze one of the “battles” from the book. How do different characters respond to this “battle”?
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Create: You will jump into the shoes of one of your book’s characters and “pick a battle.” From one character’s perspective, write a soliloquy about a conflict in your book, detailing the character’s feelings about that particular topic. Make sure your soliloquy addresses the major themes in the book! (Scan the QR code for help) 
Day 6
Evaluate: Evaluate the ending. How do you think the book should have ended? Why?

Evaluate: Did any events in the book help you predict the ending?  Which ones? 
Analyze: What was the author’s purpose in writing the novel in verse, rather than in prose? What effect did this choice have on the reader, meaning, theme, etc.?
Analyze/Evaluate: Identify the theme of the novel.  Find text evidence to support this theme.
Create: Create a plot diagram outlining the main events from the novel.
